In an interview with Hossein Nooroddin Haj Hosseini,
the CEO of Makeup International Company, we have
reviewed the activities of this company.

In fact, the establishment of this company is the product
of several years of continuous efforts, conscious presence
and planning at the national and international levels, and
its purpose is to organize the activities of this guild. We
believe that the hairdressers’ guild should be considered
and seen correctly and realistically, because despite the
harsh criticism that some officials have towards this guild
and generally have a negative and forced view, there is a
positive view of it in the society.

Also, on June 1, 1402, the first hairdressing festival of Ira-
nian ethnic groups was held, which had a lot of positive
feedback. Holding festivals and setting up a hairdressing
museum will help young hairstylists and ordinary people
get to know the roots of this trade.

We believe that in order to create a job, it should be
checked whether it will be sustainable and other jobs will
be created along with it. Therefore, to create such a job,
a lot of short-term, medium-term and long-term educa-
tional planning should be done.

We prepared a guideline in three sections including ser-
vices (for beauty salons), products and educational pro-
grams. We are also preparing the first international fes-
tival of the fashion, clothing and beauty industry of the
Islamic world with the participation of 57 Islamic coun-
tries.

Iran is the second country in the Middle East and the
fourth country that consumes cosmetic products in the
world.

The hairdressing industry is booming in different coun-
tries of the world. For example, two exhibitions are being
held in Oman in one year. Currently, Iranian professional
hairdressers migrate to countries such as Turkey, Dubai,
Cyprus and Oman, because they pay a lot of attention to
this profession. At the same time, most Iranian trainers
and hairdressers have moved away from this job due to
economic problems. Also, views on women'’s hair salons
are not positive.

Establishing certain and special agencies in different
countries of the world, holding international festivals in
the field of fashion and beauty in other countries, and
training teachers and entrepreneurship opportunities are
among the programs of this company. Makeup Interna-
tional Co., Ltd. has not received any support from the gov-
ernment until today and has worked tirelessly for all its
programs, because the view of this company is cultural
engineering. If the government is concerned about cul-
ture, it should trust us and the people who are working in
this field. This company is doing its best to make a better
tomorrow.m

| started my activity first from drawing and then | focused on
painting in real style using pencils, colored pencils and watercol-
ors, while | was not very interested in this art style and mostly in
order to make a change from | used it.

In my opinion, the art that is not able to change and influence is
imitation and copying. Accordingly, with this attitude, | entered
the abstract world and from the heart of it, | switched to the
apranic style. Contrary to what some people think, | don’t have
any previous plans or ideas to create my works, and even the
colors used in the paintings are not chosen; However, it cannot
be acknowledged that space constructions cannot be complete-
ly independent from the outer space. This style is considered a
free and loose style in the choice of colors and action, and it is
bold in a way, because sometimes only two colors are used and
it is not influenced by strange spaces.

In 2022, the Luxembourg Museum recognized my style interna-
tionally and | received a certificate of my artistic success from
this museum. In addition, to introduce this style in Iran, | plan to
hold a solo exhibition at the same time as the publication of my
book called Aparanik, so that it becomes more official.

Do not give up on your desires and interests. There is definitely
a treasure under every ruin and there is no reason to be afraid
to turn life upside down and change. Change hurts a lot, and
when a person loves doing something, he definitely tries to con-
tinue it.
